PReCEDURES:

For their safety, dll children should be
checked into the Parent Pager security
system.

Families that attend regu-
larly are issued a proximity card or a Key
fob to check children IN & OUT at an ex-
press station. Children will only be re-
leased to the parent or guardian possess-
ing the check out slip.

REACHING

There is a visudl paging system in the
sanctuary that will flash your family num-
ber if your child needs you. You may dlso
indicate on the check-in sheet if you are
attending another class. Please have care-
givers make a note of any special instruc-
tions on this slip as well.

We strive to maintain a hygienic and safe
environment for your child gy Wiping down
tables and toys with a sterilized solution
after each service, and by using hand sani-
tizer frequently.

In order to ensure the safety and health
of other children and workers, we cannot
accept a child who has had any of the fol-
lowing symptoms within the past 24 hours:
diarrhea, vomiting, fever, rash, open sores,
or d runny nose ?unless clear).

If your child develops a fever or other ill-
ness symptoms, you will be asked to take
your child with you.
